	Maintain website  regularly  updating data (newsletters, photographs, news, fields and other information); liaise with service provider.

	Design Officer
	Develop certificates and promotional material as required

	Child Protection Officer
	Ensure statutory requirements are met

	Education Officer
	Guide the development of Coaches, Umpires and Club Administrators by  providing information about courses and assessments available and overseeing the progress of club members; liaise with development, competition and umpires co-ordinators about coaching and officiating needs.

	Oversee KLHC's involvement in the Active After School Communities Program

	Run the beginners program in Term 2; develop and implement recruitment strategy for new players.
