CLUB TRAINING AND 6- A-SIDE COMPETITION IN 2010

We need your feedback.! 

We are currently working on facility hire and access  for 2010.  A survey will be undertaken this week regarding surface preference ie grass or synthetic,  your participation in winter team sports in the past,  thoughts about continuing on with hockey and whether or not you feel that increasing local access to hockey should be supported by Council and or other government agencies.. 

The goals for 2010 include entering an U11, U13 and U15 mixed team into the North Area Junior Competition.  Commencing a local 6-a-side competition in the following age groups U9's,

U12's, U15's and Open Age.  And of course fundraising to purchase equipment such as keepers gear.

The U9 and U12 competition would not hold finals or have point scores but would instead be focused on learning, participation and enjoyment.  It would replace the beginners program currently held on Thursday afternoons.

In 2010 6-a-side comp's would not have goalkeepers.  At around $750 / kit this won't be manageable next year however we will aim to phase in keepers starting with the open age group as we raise sufficient funds.  Rules would reflect the absence of keepers.
