North Area Trials

As part of the process of selecting Sydney Representative teams for 2010 North Area clubs are invited to nominate players to attend trials for the selection of North Area teams. Sydney Rep. Sides generally train on a Sunday morning about every 3 weeks commencing in February or March.  They travel to a number of carnivals through winter.  These are usually on a Sunday.
