U13 B Division  NAJHA Joint Premiers – KINGS LANGLEY!

On Friday September 4th at 7.45pm Kings Langley Hockey Club's U13 side commenced their first grand final.  Simreet scored the opening goal to give KL an early lead.  GNS Blue soon equalized. Both teams went to the half time break tied at 1 – all.  Despite many shots on goal the score remained at 1 -all both at full time and again after extra time.  
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Fittingly both teams were declared joint premiers. This outcome is a remarkable achievement.

By the start of the 2009 season the U13 side had 10 players supplementing their ranks with some of the U11 side.  Of these 10 players 4 had held a hockey stick previously, Ali,  who had played in a school KO side 2 years earlier and Simreet, Aiden and BJ who had participated in a beginner's hockey program. 9 had not played a winter team sport the year before, many of them for even longer yet they were all eager to give this new sport a go. 

With 2 training sessions on the local tennis courts behind them they took to the field for their first match against Briars.  At the end of an 11-nil drubbing they sat exhausted and unbelievably with wide grins on many of their faces.  They had loved the experience of the game.

Darren joined the team, again with no hockey or winter team sport experience taking the numbers to 11, still supplemented as required by some eager U11's.

Through the course of the season the wild, panicked swings at the ball became more controlled, the tackles more effective, the passes more accurate and the ball skills more closely resembled those of hockey players. 

Every match was played with great energy, enthusiasm and encouragement.  Players took turns in almost every position with 10 trying goalkeeper and 7 scoring goals through the season.  Over time, the gap between them and their opponents narrowed.  Finally they started drawing and then winning matches finishing 2nd on the table to book themselves a spot in the semi's in their first season of hockey. Amazingly they then beat GNS in the major semi 2 – nil to secure their Grand Final spot.

The grand final was met with a mix of excitement and nervousness..  Players put on their “war paint” before taking the field.  Spectators cheered from the side lines in what was a celebration  of the remarkable achievement of these boys and their leaders, Maryann and Kate.
