In September 2008 the idea to start KLHC was conceived.  Discussions were held, help was sought, numbers were counted and a journey commenced that has in 2009 through the AASCP, Hin2H, competition programs and promotional activities provided local access to hockey for several hundred people.

The idea would not have become a reality without the support that KLHC has received from the local community, the hockey community, business, government, the club's founding members; Beverley Aubrey, Suzanne Cook, Devinder Singh and Margaret Redrup-May and the '4' O'Reilly boys.

KLHC has been very busy in its founding year.  An overview of the club's activities is provided below.  

Active After School Communities Program

KLHC has registered 5 deliverers of this Australian Sports Commission program in 2009;  Amrinder Ghuman, Maryann Graves, Dominique Macer-Wright, Justin McRae and Lyn O'Reilly.  

Programs were delivered at Quakers Hill East PS in term 2 and St Andrews Primary Maryong in term 3.  We are currently delivering a program at Norwest Christian College Riverstone and already have schools wanting to book us to deliver programs in 2010.

The equipment used for this program was purchased with funds from a government grant.

A big thankyou to Belinda Zipevski, the AASCP regional co-ordinator for her assistance in training deliverers, securing funding and promoting KLHC in the Blacktown area.

Hook in2 Hockey

During term 2 KLHC ran a Hin2H program at Pearce Reserve for 22 7 to 13 year old boys and girls.  It was well received by parents and children alike.  We hope to see many of these children back in 2010.

Junior Competition

Our U11's  learnt a lot about positional play.  Their skills improved enormously through the season and despite giving a size and age advantage to their opponents they were always competitive.  Our U13's have  amazed everyone.  They were soundly beaten in their first game but with great energy, enthusiasm  and team work finished the competition as joint premiers.
