U11 Match Report

Last Saturday the U11s played against another Ryde team – the White Tigers. From the start it was clear that this team was stronger than the team we played last week – a difference reflected in this round’s score line – Kings Langley going down 8-0.

In spite of facing harder hits, and a faster paced game, Kings Langley played well. Llewellyn made his debut for the team, quickly settling into the game with some intercepts. The addition of an extra player to the team making it possible to substitute and rest players – a welcome option in the humidity of Saturday’s game. Jakub was brave (and vocal) in goals, facing up to the strong shots from Ryde’s attacks. In the backs, Harneet did a good job of shielding the goal, and Timothy worked hard in tackling, and clearing the ball out. Merryn defended well from the short corners, running down the opposition a number of times before they could get their shot off. Jonathan play well in the halves, at one stage making a great block on an attempt at goal, while James was relentless in chasing and hassling the opposition. The need to defend also meant that we were limited in our ability to convert the good breaks that both Ben and Thomas made at various times, into more substantial movements up the field. They need to be able to liaise with and inform parents and players about club, match and training requirements.  Look after players during matches and help the coach to encourage positive behaviours and attitudes.  They should be able to keep track of sub's to assist the coach in sharing playing time evenly and fill in the scoresheet.  They may either write the match report each week themselves or roster parents on for this task. They also need to forward match results to our results co-ordinator after games.

If you think that you will be at most or all of your child's games this season please think about taking on this role.  In particular we are looking for parents who have no hockey background to manage the teams.

We will help you as needed until you find your feet.  No guarantees, however I think that managers usually enjoy the contribution they make to the team during the season.

Umpires for 2009

At the moment I am hunting around trying to get help with umpiring this weekend.  I don't know how I'll go.  I do know that we are meant to supply 1 umpire every time we play!

If you have had umpiring or hockey experience we need you to consider umpiring for KLHC.  We will try to find some mentors who can assist you until you are confident.  We will also organise some umpire training nights to assist you.

If each team has 2 or 3 people happy to umpire that would be great.

Goalkeepers

I would like every player who is large enough to wear the gear to have a turn at keeping.  My husband Peter has volunteered to coach the keepers at training but is unlikely to be at games.

The coach and manager will need to know how to kit up the goalies.  It would be helpful if a parent from each team also learnt this and could also help get them warmed up.

Match ettiquette

Please direct questions and provide information to the manager rather than the coach.

The dugout is reserved for the team, manager and coach.  Parents should keep clear of this area.

Encourage good play on both sides.  Avoid criticising players and officials.

The coaches and managers of both teams should shake hands after the game.

As a team when you take the field you should shake hands with your opponents prior to play and again after the game.

Give the opposition, the umpires and yourselves a cheer.

Should a player be unable to play then the manager should be notified.

Training Requirements

Parents please direct questions and provide information to the manager rather than the coach.

Players should be ready with mouthguards, shin pads, stick and waterbottle to start training on time.  For April 2nd and 9th that will be at 5.15pm for U11's and 6pm for U13's at the tennis courts.

Players are expected to listen and follow instructions.  To support and encourage each other and to try to do their best.

Should a player be unable to train then the manager should be notified.
