How we came to exist

Knowing that Pearce Reserve was not generally used through winter, that there were tennis courts in that reserve that would provide a synthetic surface for training and that Kings Langley is a community that has a high participation rate in sport, I decided that KLHC was worth forming believing totally that there would be support for the concept.

Fortunately there has been support.

Beverley came on board as my web co-ordinator.  Devinder allowed me to convince him to take on the role of treasurer, Margaret as secretary and then Suzanne who has been a great help with junior development and who will help with our beginner's program this year volunteered to be registrar.
